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AGENDA: ARBORETUM VISIT

Date: Wednesday, 4 of June 2008

Time: 9h00 – 14h30

Participants: CDL (students and teachers), Earth Focus, SBM Conseil, ICVolunteers, Association de l'Arboretum national du Vallon de l'Aubonne

Overview:

54 students and 3 teachers (1 to accompany each group) from CDL will be visiting the Arboretum in Aubonne on June 4th, 2008. All students will be divided into 3 groups and groups will cover the 3 areas:

1. << En Plan >> - East part of the park.

2. << Le Crépon >> - North part of the park and will go to an area called << La Vaux >> then take the path through the everglade (east) to the Japanese forest and return to << La Vaux >>.

3. Start from the orchard << Le Crépon >> and will proceed straight away to the larches and giant fir trees (west), walk along the Aubonne and then visit the Bois Guyot area. This group will also visit the south part of La Vaux.

Activities:

1. Re-check the Green Map icons using last year’s Green Map and the Green Map icons. Photos and notes will be taken by a photographer and reporter from each group (students).

2. Tree Planting - Cornus kousa x C. nuttallii (a dogwood tree) will be planted.
3. Musée de Bois visit – a professor will accompany each group for a visit to the Musée de Bois. 30 mins / group.
4. Group discussions of the Green Map and if any changes need to be made to the existing map.
Timeline:

9h00 – Arrival at the Arboretum. Each group to visit specified areas.

9h00 – 11h15 – Visit the specified areas and re-check the Green Map icons.

11h30 – All students and teachers meet at the central area (at the picnic tables by the 

Museum) for the tree planting.

11h30 – 12h00 – Tree planting of the Cornus kousa x C. nuttallii (a dogwood tree).

12h00 – 12h45 – Lunch (either at the picnic tables or in the cafeteria in case of poor weather). Students to bring their own lunches.

12h45 – 13h00 – Introduction of the Musée de Bois (by the professor).

13h00 - 14h30 – Musée de Bois visit and Green Map Discussion. Each group to visit the Musée de Bois with the professor (30 mins / group).  While a group is visiting the Musée de Bois, the other groups will be discussing the Green Map and checking their work (any amendments need to be made to the existing map). 

14h30 – 14h45 – Conclusions / Wrap Up
14h45 – Return to Geneva.
